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President’s Message  

February 2007  

My first month in office has sure been busy.  The first big challenge was to resolve the issue of a rent increase 
from the City of Long Beach, Department of Parks and Recreation.  After many emails and a couple of meetings 
attended by our First Vice President, Joan Bailey, I am pleased to announce that effective in March our monthly 
rent of the facility at Whaley park will be REDUCED by almost 30 percent.  This is due to a reduction in our 
hourly rate and also changing the time we will rent the rooms to 6:30 p.m. - 9:30 p.m.  This will save us a lot of 
money and hopefully get us home a little earlier after the meeting.  Effective in March the Culture Session will 
start at 7:00 p.m. and the main speaker will begin at 7:30 p.m.  This may require a little overlap on some func-
tions.  The culture session and ribbon judging may be occurring at the same time.  Please give this a chance to 
work and we can make adjustments if necessary.  

We also had our first Board meeting in January and your Officers and Directors are off to a good start.  The bank 
accounts have been transferred to a local branch and our capable new Treasurer, Millie Carr, has begun develop-
ing a budget and I have scheduled an Audit in conjunction with the transition.  Our new Membership Secretary, 
Cassandra Smith, has begun automating the membership information with the assistance of Janell Schuck and 
Joan Bailey.  We have also updated our membership form to make recording membership payments easier by first 
passing the funds through our Treasurer.  Please give your checks and Cash to Millie when you see here at the 
next meeting.  The Board also passed a motion to replace Luis Morente on the Board of Directors with Butch Ar-
ciaga.  Luis had missed three or more meetings and had to be replaced in accordance with the By-laws.  We have 
also appointed a committee to review and update the by-laws.  Their recommendations will be presented to you in 
the future when they are ready.  

I am also pleased to announce that our reduction in monthly rent enables us to continue providing a place for the 
AOS Judging Team to meet each month.  This group is not financially supported by the AOS and has supported 
our Society over the years through Speaker’s programs, plant donations and more plants when needed for our an-
nual fund raiser.  The Judges have asked me to extend their thanks and be sure you know you are welcome to stop 
by and learn about the AOS Judging process.  Better yet, they would love for you to bring in some of your bloom-
ing plants for judging.  

Mark your Calendar now for a different location for the May Meeting.  There was a conflict with the early date on 
May 21st due to the Holiday.  We have been able to secure the facility at Stearns Park only a few blocks away.  
The address is 4520 E. 23rd Street.  Have a great month.  I look forward to seeing you at the next meeting.
